(3) nonprofit group, began operating the pool on behalf of the City. A lack of funds for necessary 
repairs forced the Rutherford Pool to close at the end of the 2011 season. Following a successful 
two-year fundraising campaign, the Rutherford Pool will re-open for the 2014 season with a 
completely rebuilt pool, mechanicals and deck.  	


The Head Instructor reports directly to the Program Director.  This person is responsible for 
overseeing the program of aquatic instruction for the pool.  Duties will include assisting the 
program director to promote learning to swim, registering students, establishing a comprehensive 
program of instruction that supports students of all ability levels improving their skills and 
enjoyment of aquatic activities.  Training instructional staff to implement the instructional 
program in alignment with the mission of Rutherford Pool.  Success in this position will result in 
a safe and fun learning experience for patrons.
