A.   Cathy Robinson, 302 N. Grove, Executive Director of Hope Clinic, 
spoke in support of the rezoning.  She gave an overview of the 
services the clinic currently provides and said the rezoning would 
allow them to consolidate the services into one building and ease 
transportation issues for clients.   

 
B.   Frank Sartor, 986 Watling, supported the rezoning and recalled 

the medical and dental services he and his family have received 
from the Hope Center.  He said that the rezoning will allow one -
stop service because everything will be in one location and will 
eliminate some of the bad inf luences in the area. 

 
C.   Tyrone Bridges, 507 Pearl St., Apt. #1, spoke in support of the 

rezoning and said consolidating services will bring life to the 
community.  He indicated that he has benefitted from the 
services of the clinic and would like to do all he can to protect 
this valuable asset. 

 
D.   Trenda Rusher, Director of Washtenaw County Michigan Works, 

spoke in support of the Hope Clinic expansion. She said she is 
excited about the community kitchen and the new partnership 
they are establishing with Hope Clinic.  She recalled attending a 
Gateway Board meeting and Hope Clinic is instrumental in the 
economic development of the community.  
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E.   Lee Tooson, 107 Middle Dr., spoke in support of Hope Clinic.  He 

said that Hope Clinic supports the community and expanding the 
services will help the community.  He stated that reducing the 
effects of the street pharmacy cannot be done by police alone 
but residents must not be afraid to get involved.  

 
F.   Minister Jim Creswell, expressed support for the efforts of Hope 

Clinic on behalf of Community Church of God, located at 565 
Jefferson.  

 
G.   Josh Bunton, 209 Pearl, recalled an experience he had with Hope 

Clinic when he had no health insurance.  He said that Hope 
Clinic also offers food and laundry assistance and encouraged 
City Council to support their expansion. 

 
H.   Catherine Garner, stated that she did her field intern ship at Hope 

Clinic and witnessed their services.  She said that Hope Clinic 
provides a wholesome environment for clients and treats 
everyone with respect.  She stated that most clients lack 
transportation and providing one -stop service will allow them to 
expand and broaden services. 

 
I.    Michael Murphy, 506 Ferris, supported the expansion of Hope 

Clinic and said his late sister benefitted from their services.  He 
felt that consolidation would help Hope Clinic provide better 
services to those in need. 

 
J.    Pat Horne-McGee, 925 Frederick, Director of Washtenaw County 

Head Start, stated that over 200 children and parents have 
benefitted f rom the dental services provided by Hope Clinic.  She 
said that Hope Clinic maintains its property and has been a good 
neighbor in the community.  She stated that over 500 children 
and families support this effort.  

 
K.   Virginia Murphy, 506 Ferris, supported the expansion of Hope 

Clinic and stated that she has been involved with the agency for 
14 years, particularly the Wash with Care program.  She said 
having clean clothes is very important and increases self-esteem.

A.   Judy Mull, 704 Dwight, expressed dissatisfaction with a 
proposed millage increase when the city already has the highest taxes in 
Washtenaw County.  She said that she is angry and that she cannot get 
over the transfer of funds to the Riverside Arts Center elevator project 
and the Water Street project.

He said there are ways 
to make up the budget shortfall without increasing taxes, such as 
increasing bus fare.  He said the city should be wiser on how it spends 
money.

drive citizens out of Ypsilanti.  He asked Council to rethink its strategies 
and consider collaborating on services with other municipalities.

He said a lot of the 
requirements duplicate the Stateôs requirements and it appears that the policies 
are discriminatory to protect current businesses that are there.  He said one  of 
the policies indicates they can decline someone because of competition.  He 
urged City Council to read the guidelines carefully before approving them.   

 
C.   Kevin Hill, 108 Washtenaw, #4, announced that Friday, June 6 th is the first night 

of the Crossroads Music Festival and invited everyone to attend.  He also gave 
the itinerary for June 13 th.  

 
D.   Steve Pierce, 118 S. Washington, said he had a bad experience last week with 

AT&T when they showed up to install a box in front of his rental property.  He 
said the City Manager and Planner Richard Murphy were helpful in contacting 
AT&T.  He thanked city staff for caring and trying to make a difference.
