Ms. Doom stated that the city assesses two types of properties, real and 
personal, and explained the different methods used.  She gave an overview of 
how the taxable value is set and stated that the Board of Review meets in March 
of each year for the purpose of hearing value, homestead and hardship appeals. 
 

I X.    AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION   
 
 A.  Daniel Wheeler, 31 S. Grove, reported an incident of harassment he experienced 

in his neighborhood and said he does not feel safe.  He shared details about the 
incident and the response he received from the Ypsilanti Police Department. He 
expressed dissatisfaction in the response time and the lack of police presence in 
his neighborhood.   

 
 B. Lee Tooson, 107 Middle Dr. questioned how Lt. Angott was allowed a retirement  

package and Stan Eldridgeôs request was denied. He said allegations were 
brought to Council regarding Lieutenants Angott and Annas and Council and 
Chief Harshberger are doing nothing about it.  He said the morals in the police 
department will never elevate because Chief Harshberger upholds their wrong 
actions.

 Regarding Mr. Wheelerôs comments, Mayor Schreiber asked City Manager Koryzno to 

follow-up.  He said that the city needs strong neighborhoods as well as police.  He 
told Mr. Wheeler to contact the Police Chief and the City Manager at anytime. 

 
 The Mayor said he would not respond at this time to a portion of Mr. Toosonôs comments 

but said that Mr. Eldridgeôs situation was totally different from Mr. Angottôs.   He said 
City Council has faith in Ed Koryzno and Matt Harshberger and he appreciates the work 
they are doing.

20 years of service or more the city will pay the premium in its entirety f or the retiree only for 
medical, dental and optical coverage. No spousal contribution. 
 
Upon the death of the retiree the spouse will receive the same benefits as stated above.

Non Economic Items: 
 

1. Workerôs Compensation (pg 27 Article 21, Sec. 1):  
 
Coverage  
The applicable Workerôs Compensation Laws will cover each employee. The City further 
agrees that an employee being eligible for Workerôs Compensation will receive, in 
addition to his/her Workersô Compensation income, an amount to be paid by the City 
sufficient to make up the difference between Workersô Compensation and his/her regular 
income less applicable taxes. 
 
Reassignment  
In the event an employee can perform job assignments other than those of his/her 
regular classification, the City at its discretion will attempt to reassign the employee to 
these duties without reduction to the employeeôs prevailing rate of pay. 

 
2. Survivor Benefits (pg. 32, Article 31, Section 6) 

The service years eligibility period for eligible survivors of the non -duty death of a service 
member are reduced from 20 years of services to 10 years of services. A surviving 
spouse receiving a retirement allowance as provided for under Act 345 can remarry 
without the loss of the allowance.  

 
3. Yearly Shift Bids and Transfers 

Shift bids will begin September1. Bidding will start with Captains, who will bid shifts 
based on department seniority (one Captain per shift). Bidding will continue with 
Lieutenants, who will bid shifts based on department seniority (one Lieutenant per shi ft). 
Bidding will continue with the Fire Fighters, based on department seniority.  
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Personnel will be afforded one workday after their choice becomes available to make 
their selection. 
 
All shift transfers will be conducted starting January 1 of each year. The Chief shall notify 
all employees of all upcoming transfers before November 1 of the previous year, before 
annual vacation picks are completed. 
 
The Union and the City agree that shift transfers may occur as a result of an emergency 
situation. Examples of an emergency would be agreed upon between the City and the 
Union, 30 calendar days notice will be given. 
 
Any emergency transfer that occurs, all vacations previously selected will remain in 
effect. Any persons agreeing to a trade, their vacations will fit into the existing schedule.  

 
4. Accruals to 40 hour schedule will be removed (Pg 11, Article 7, Sect. 8) 

 
5. Mandatory Holdover (Art 9, section 2) 

For the purposes of this section, a shift is defined as the personnel regularly assigned to 
the shift on duty p rior to the overtime being filled. If there is no representative of the 
actual shift on duty the officer will follow the guidelines set forth in the Mandatory 
Holdover procedure utilizing available personnel. 

 
6. Physical examinations (tabled Union and City working on Letter of Understanding that 

would include language on return to work for non -duty injuries and light duty priorities 
(work injuries vs. non work injuries)  

 
7. Health Care Fund: The City agrees to provide regular reports regarding the status of the  

retiree health care fund.  
 

8. FLSA  to be distributed two times a year in March and October.  
 

9. Mutual Aid Pact-Outside employment: Tabled: Working on Letter of Understanding and 
Letter of Commitment 
 

10. ARTICLE XLI: MINIMUM APPARATUS STAFFING 
 

The City shall maintain a minimum of two members on the rescue squad, two members on 
engine one, and one member on any other apparatus capable of pumping water.  

  
RECOMMENDED LANGUAGE CHANGE: 
 
The City of Ypsilanti shall maintain and engine house with the following staffin g levels. 
The City shall maintain a minimum of three fire fighters on a designated fire apparatus and 
two fire fighters on an additional designated fire apparatus.    
A fire officer shall be included in the apparatus staffing.  
 
11.  Letter of Understanding regarding Functional Fire District:

Sec. 6 -4. Consumption on street or in parks or places of amusement.  

 (a) Generally.  No alcoholic liquor shall be carried in a container that is open or 
uncapped or upon which the seal is broken,   open containers or consumed on 
the public streets, alleys, public parks, or other places open to the public, or in 
places of amusement not licensed to sell alcoholic liquor for consumption on the 
premises.

A.  SEMCOG Update ï There was no update. 

 
 B.  Recreation Commission ï Council Member Filipiak reported that the Commission has 
      been working on establishing guidelines for the Adopt-A-Park program. 
 
 C.  Washtenaw Area Transportation Study ï Council Member Nickels announced that a 
      meeting will be held on Wednesday morning, June 18, 2008. 
  

 XI V. COUNCIL PROPOSED BUSINESS   
 

Council Member Richardson stated that she had a conversation with a woman  who lives 
on Monroe Street near Second Avenue and she said that YCUA is getting ready to dig in 
front of her house and she wanted to know what the dig is all about.  City Manager 
Koryzno indicated that he is not aware of it but will find out . 
 
She reported that she recently attended a presentation of AT&Tôs new U-verse program. 
She said AT&T plans to ask cities to adopt the program  and would like to make a 
presentation before City Council in the near future.  She stated that there is a payback to 
cities that use this program. 
 
She stated that she was in Hamtramck and the city has recently remodeled their city hall.  
She said they built a new wing using drug forfeiture money.  She stated that the city of 
Ypsilanti may want to look into utilizing drug forfeit ure money in the future.  She 
suggested that some members of Council visit Hamtramck and talk with them about their 
experiences. 
 
Regarding Mr. Wheelerôs concern, Ms. Richardson asked for his address and stated that 
she would like to talk to him after the meeting.  She encouraged Mr. Koryzno to ask the 
police department to move quickly on Mr. Wheelerôs concern. 

 
  Council Member Filipiak announced that on Wednesday nights there is free jazz in Frog 

Island Park sponsored by the W.C.C. jazz orchestra and on Friday nights the Crossroads  
Musical Festival is held. 
 
Mr. Filipiak gave kudos to city staff for placing Council documentation on the web.  
 
He reported that some properties, particularly 207, 215 and 309 N. Adams, still have 
excess debris at the curb in t he gutters. He said residents of N. River Street, north of 
Forest, are parking in the aprons on the west side of the street and asked if that is 
allowed.   
 
He stated that a presentation of County Sheriff Dan Minzeyôs cost analysis was originally 
scheduled last February and never happened.  He said he is interested in hearing what 
the County Sheriffôs Department would have to say about providing policing services in 
the City of Ypsilanti.  

 
  Council Member Robb suggested that the city contact Ken Swartz before ticketing people 

on S. Forest.  He said he believes that they were given permission to park on the aprons 
after the curb cuts were made.  

 
  Council Member Gawlas stated that he sent a correspondence to the City Manager 
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regarding an inquiry he received from a Ward 2 resident regarding brush pick up.   Given 
the recent storm activity in the city, he asked if the city has a policy or definition of what  
a storm event is so that when one occurs residents will know that the city will pick up 
fallen branches.   
 
Mr. Koryzno said he spoke with Mr. Kirton and was informed that the city did pick up 
right after the first storm event.  He said the city will pick up limbs that are clearly due to 
storm activity, as opposed to that in which people just cut and sit out .  He said the city 
will conduct another storm cleanup through the neighborhoods and develop a policy for 
future storm events.  

 
  Mr. Gawlas stated that many residents receive crime reports from the police department,  

but in light of concerns at the AATA t ransit station, he would like to know if there is a  
vehicle to report calls for service which do not necessarily result in a reported incident.   
He said he is interested in knowing all the activity that relates to the AATA transit system  
and he does not see it on the crime report.  He said currently the crime report indicates  
activity by blocks with no specific addresses.  He said he is interested in seeing if there 
are any hot spots developing. 

 
Megan Turf explained the difference between a call for service and a case.  She said a 
case is followed up on and that information is available.  She indicated that sometimes 
there is no follow-up to create a case and it does not turn into anything.   From the data 
collected, she said that hot spots can be easily figured out.  She explained that currently 
the addresses are blocked out for confidentiality, but the addresses are available. 

 
Council Member Nickels reported that just as with leaves, residents continue to pile brush 
into the streets and asked City Manager Koryzno if the city has plans to handle this 
problem. 

 
Mr. Koryzno stated that the ordinance officer will generally contact the individuals and 
give them the information on how to dispose of the brush.  

 
  Regarding the electronic sign, Mr. Nickels asked if there is a future for the sign.  
 
  Mr. Koryzno responded that he plans to bring the electronic sign to Council next month.  
 
  Mr. Nickels announced that Debbie Locke-Daniels and the Visitors and Convention Bureau 

initiated a program titled , ñYou Ought to Have Funò and the packages were distributed 
to a lot of people in southeast Michigan.  He said the package consists of signing up for 
two nights at one of Ypsilantiôs bed and breakfasts or the Marriott, r eceiving tickets for 
the car and fire museums and receiving Depot dollars.  He reported that there have been 
60 reservations so far. 

  
  XVI . COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE MAYOR   

 
  Mayor Schreiber asked for a representative from Ward 2 to attend the Mansfield 
  Street Improvement meeting. Council Member Nickels agreed to attend and Council 
            Member Gawlas agreed to be the alternate. 
 
  He reported that recently the Police Chief has instituted a patrol or dedicated force at the  

AATA transit station and there has been a decrease in the number of people hanging out 
there.  He said the Police Chief has indicated that he will be watching things closely to 
see where the people go.   
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Regarding police services, he indicated that a study was done at the beginning of 2007 
and at that time the cost was more expensi ve than what the city currently has for the 
amount of coverage. 

 
He stated that he learned about the R & M Classics this week and announced that the 
Tucker Convention is coming into town and will unveil a sign post to be located in front 
of Mr. Tuckerôs house on Park Street.  He said a Tucker #1038 will be sold and there will 
be a photo opportunity from 2:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. on June 27 th.   

  
  Ms. Richardson asked if fewer officers will be on patrol due to the police department  

placing a dedicated officer at the AATA transit station. She questioned if overtime would 
be needed to provide this and will AATA be charged for the officer.  She inquired how the 
police would work with the current security.  

 
Mayor Schreiber stated that currently AATA has two security guards and the Chief feels 
they can be used more efficiently and some of the money spent on the guards can be 
spent on police patrol.  He stated that he believes that overtime is currently being used 
to staff the AATA transit system. 
 
Mr. Koryzno stated that the city does not anticipate charging AATA and currently the city 
does not charge any property owner for police enforcement.  He asked Assistant City 
Attorney Barr to explain what the city does when there is a property generating an 
excessive amount of police runs. 
 
Mr. Barr explained that if this occurs, typically the city will meet with the property owner 
and encourage them to hire additional protection themselves.  Alternatively, if they do 
not comply they can be cited as a nuisance and padlocked for a year.   
 
Ms. Richardson expressed dissatisfaction with utilizing police overtime, seeing that the 
city has budget contraints. 
     

XVI I .  COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE CITY MANAGER   
 

A. Ypsilanti Public Schools/City Bus/DPW Garage 
 

Mr. Koryzno stated that the Ypsilanti Public Schools would like permission to test the old 
landfill site for a possible bus garage. 
 
Mr. Robb suggested that CB Richard Ellis do a marketing study of what would suit the 
site better.   

 
 Mr. Filipiak agreed to have the school board go ahead and test the property.  
 

Ms. Richardson stated that the land is at the entrance of the city and she is not sure that 
she would like to see a bus depot there.  She stated that the land is filthy and recalled 
that the land was tested a while ago.  
 
Mr. Koryzno indicated that he wanted to get direction from Council regarding whether 
the location is suitable. 
 
Mr. Nickels asked what would be done with the DPW property on Forest Avenue if this 
land is used as a bus garage/DPW garage. 
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Mr. Gawlas stated that remediation is required to isolate the current potential 
contamination and he views the testing as an opportunity to improve the land.  He said 
he would not suggest going any farther than testing without neighborhood input.  
 
Mr. Koryzno stated that the testi ng is preliminary and may prove that the site is not the 
right one for them.  He said City Council must make the decision if it is willing to allow 
testing to proceed. 
 
Mayor Schreiber stated that he thinks the city should go ahead and consider the site and 
start the process for investigation. He said it wouldnôt cost the city anything, and the city 
would gain by having a DPW garage built by the school system. 
 
Mr. Koryzno indicated that there is no documentation that the site has ever been tested.  
 
Mr. Robb stated that the location is an awful place for a bus garage.  He stated that I-94 
frontage is much more valuable than public school property, however allowing testing is 
fine. 
 
Mr. Nickels agreed that testing is okay but no promises are being made. 

 
  

B. General Fund Designated and Undesignated Reserves  
 
Mr. Koryzno stated that the cityôs general fund balance comprises of designated and 
undesignated fund amounts.  He stated that City Council adopted a fund balance policy 
stating that fund balance would equa l 10% of expenses and asked Council if they desire 
to designate funds for future Water Street debt payments.  
 
Mayor Schreiber stated that the resolution Council passed addresses if the undesignated 
fund balance goes below 10%.  He suggested that maybe a fr action of fund balance be 
designated and agreed that Council should begin designated funds for Water Street 
payments. 
 
Mr. Gawlas stated that the previous threshold was no less than 10% and asked what 
determination is being used.  He stated that the city s hould designate funds for Water 
Street. 
 
Mr. Koryzno stated that if the fund balance goes below 10% he would have to bring a 
resolution to Council with a plan to make the fund balance equal 10%.  
 
Mr. Koryzno announced that resurfacing and re-stripping of the S. Huron parking lot will 
begin this Thursday and the entrance to the parking lot will be changed.  
 
Mr. Koryzno suggested that Council cancel the July 1st meeting because there is no 
pressing business for Council to take action on and requested a closed session at the end 
of the meeting to discuss pending litigation.     
    

XI X. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION   
 
  Mayor Schreiber read the rules for audience participation. 
 

A.   Daniel Wheeler, 31 S. Grove, stated that on Monday at 2:00 a.m. two stones were  
thrown into two windows of his home.  He said he immediately phoned the police 
but they said there was nothing they could do because he didnôt see the people who 
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threw the stones.  He said that the officers went to speak with the next door 
neighbor, however he doesnôt feel safe and doesnôt feel that he can be protected.  
He said the neighbors stand in the middle of the street, intimidate people and 
prevent vehicles from passing. 
   

B. Steve Pierce, 118 S. Washington, expressed dissatisfaction with the proposal of a bus 
garage in his neighborhood, the gateway to the historic south side . He stated that 
the community is already stuck with the massive Exemplar building and a bus garage 
would add to that mistake.  He said putting a non -taxable entity with buses and 
traff ic would be a disaster and encouraged Council to look for an alternate location.    

 
C. Kevin Hill, 108 Washtenaw, #4, suggested that Council conduct a bus study to see if 

the proposed location is suitable, cost-wise.  He said moving the bus garage for no 
reason is not a good cause.  He stated that the AATA transit center is one of the 
hottest issues downtown and suggested that the city partner with E.M.U. Public 
Safety to allow them to monitor the site as well, instead of paying overtime to a 
police officer. 
 

D.  Lee Tooson, recalled that the Bell Street site was tested for contaminates in the past 
and said that Fire Chief Jon Ichesco can confirm.  He expressed dissatisfaction in 
Councilôs approval of Mark Angottôs retirement and said the decision was scornful.  
He stated that Megan Turf has too much freedom in the police department and 
should not be allowed to drive a marked police car.      

 
      XX. REMARKS FROM THE MAYOR  

 
Regarding Mr. Wheelerôs comments, Mayor Schreiber said he is sure that the City 
Manager will have the Police Chief speak with Mr. Wheeler. 

 
Regarding Mr. Pierceôs comments, Mayor Schreiber stated that he understands and feels 
that plenty of public input is needed.  He said Mr. Hillôs suggestion to partner with E.M.U. 
in order to control the b us stop is an interesting option and said he is sure that the City 
Manager will mention it to the Police Chief.
