MODIFICATIONS TO GENERAL CONDITIONS SECTION 00810 
 
I. GENERAL: 
 

A. Bidders are cautioned to familiarize themselves with all of the GENERAL CONDITIONS of the Contract. 
 
 B. The requirements under Article 2 of the General Conditions shall be understood to read as follows: 
 

 "Conflicts and Omissions":  The intent of the contract documents is to provide everything necessary 
for the proper execution of the work.  The Contractor shall provide any work reasonably inferable to 
the extent such work is required to properly complete the installation of other work expressly shown or 
specified in the Contract Documents.  If the Contractor disagrees that work that is not expressly 
shown or detailed in the Contract Documents is work reasonably inferable, the Contractor shall notify 
the City of Ypsilanti and proceed in accordance with the provision of the following paragraph. 

 
 Upon receipt and evaluation of written notice from the Contractor, if the City of Ypsilanti agrees that a 

change within the general scope of the work has been ordered, the City of Ypsilanti shall, by Change 
Order, correspondingly amend the contract documents.  If the City of Ypsilanti finds that a change 
within the general scope of the work has not been ordered, and the Contractor disagrees, the 
Contractor may deliver notice of a claim in accordance with Article 13, and within thirty (30) days after 
the City of Ypsilanti's determination. 

 
 Pending final resolution of any claim, the Contractor shall proceed diligently with the work and comply 

with any decision of the Owner and/or Professional. 
 

C. The basic requirements under Article 5 of the General Conditions shall be understood to include the 
following: 

 
 1. Lines and Grades:  The Contractor shall provide all instrument surveying required to lay 

out and construct the Work in strict conformity with the horizontal and vertical alignments shown 
on the Drawing. 

 
D. The basic requirements under Article 6 of the General Conditions shall be understood to include the 

following: 
 
 1. Or Equal Clause:  Whenever an article, material or item of equipment is described by a 

performance specification, written as a proprietary product, or uses the name of a manufacturer 
or vendor, the term "or equal" if not inserted, shall be implied.  The specific article, material or 
item of equipment mentioned shall be understood as indicating the minimum requirements for 
fulfilling Contract obligations in regards to type, function, standard of design and efficiency.  See 
Section 00120, Substitution of Materials. 

 
 2. Discrepancies:  In all cases of discrepancies between the drawings and specifications, 

the Professional shall be notified.  If Work proceeds without obtained proper interpretation of the 
conflicting drawings and specifications, the installed Work that is not in accordance with the 
design and best practices must be replaced at no additional cost to the Owner. 
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 3. Omissions:  The drawings and specifications are intended to include all Work and 
materials necessary for completion of the Work.  Any incidental item of material, labor or detail 
required for the proper execution and completion of the Work and omitted from either the 
drawings and specifications or both, but obviously required by governing codes, local 
regulations, trade practices, operational functions, and good workmanship, shall be provided as 
a part of the Contract Work without extra charge, even though not specifically detailed or 
mentioned. 

 
E. The basic requirements under Article 9 of the General Conditions shall be understood to include the 

following: 
 
 1. Protection of City Property:  The Contractor shall be responsible for the protection of City 

of Ypsilanti Property during the period of construction and shall exercise care to prevent damage 
to structures, utility services, storm and sanitary drainage systems, lawns, trees, plant material, 
fences, walks, drives, roadways and other improvements in and adjacent to the area of Work 
under the Contract.  Any damage to City of Ypsilanti property resulting from the Contractor's 
operations shall be repaired or replaced by the Contractor without additional cost to the City of 
Ypsilanti. 

 
 2. Protection of Utility Services:  The location of all buried utility service lines in or adjacent 

to the Work area that are not shown on the Drawing will be approximately located by the 
Professional and marked with warning stakes.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the final 
location and protection of all utility service lines that are to remain.  Damage to any such utility 
service line resulting from the Contractor's operations shall be repaired or replaced by the 
Contractor without additional cost to the Owner or to the Professional. 

 
 F. Insurance: 
 

1. Liability Insurance:  Add the following at the beginning of Article 10 of the General 
Conditions: 

 
 AN ORIGINAL SIGNED CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE MUST BE IMMEDIATELY 

SUBMITTED TO THE OWNER AFTER CONTRACTOR'S NOTIFICATION OF AWARD OF 
CONTRACT. 

 
 2. Property Insurance:  Add following as second paragraph to Article 10 of the General 

Conditions: 
 
 "Unless otherwise provided, the Contractor shall purchase and maintain "Builder's Risk" property 

insurance for 100 percent of the actual cash value of the insurable Work while in the course of 
construction, including foundations, unless specifically excluded, additions, attachments, and all 
fixtures, machinery and equipment belonging to and constituting a permanent part of the building 
structure.  The insurance shall also cover temporary structures, materials and supplies of all 
kinds, to be used in completing the Work, only while on the building site premises or within 500 
feet thereof.  The insurance shall insure the interests of the Owner and of each participating 
Contractor, Subcontractor and Sub-subcontractor.  The insurance shall insure against "all risks" 
of physical loss or damage to the extent usually provided in policy forms of insurers authorized 
to transact this insurance in Michigan, and subject to a deductible of $5000 each loss 
occurrence." The deductible cost shall be the responsibility of the party who files the claim.  A 
copy of master insurance policy will be kept on file in the office of the Owner for review by 
bidders and Contractors. 

 
G. Changes in the Work:  The basic requirement under Article 13 of the General Conditions shall be 

understood to include the following: 
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 1. Change Orders:  A change order is a written order to the Contractor signed by the 
Owner, issued after execution of the Contract, authorizing a change in the Work or an 
adjustment in the Contract Sum or the Contract Time. 

 
 2. Cost or Credit:  The cost or credit to the Owner resulting from a change in the Work shall 

be determined in one or more of the following ways: 
 
    a. By mutual acceptance of a lump sum. 
 

b. By unit prices stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon.  In 
the event of an addition to the Contract, a fee of five percent shall be added for 
overhead and a fee of ten percent shall be added for profit if the Work is done by 
his/her own forces, and/only 7-1/2 percent shall be added for administration and 
profit if the Work is done by subcontractors. 

 
c. By actual itemized cost and fixed fees as set forth in b. above.  Cost shall be 

limited to the following:  Cost of materials, cost of labor, and cost of overhead. 
 
 3. Overhead shall include the following:  Supervision, watchperson and clerks, hand tools, 

incidentals, general office expense, and all other expenses not included in cost. 
 
 4. Net Value:  If the net value of a change results in a credit from the Subcontractor, the 

credit shall be the new cost without overhead and profit. 
 
 H. Inspection: 
 
 1. The Owner has designated a Professional for this Contract.  It will be the responsibility of 

this Contractor to notify the Professional of the date operations are to start and to contact the 
Professional periodically during the course of the Work so as to ensure that Work is being 
performed in accordance with the conditions of this Contract. 

 
 2. No party will be authorized to revoke, alter, enlarge or relax any of the provisions of 

these specifications, nor to change the Contract Work in any particular except as stipulated 
under Article 13 of the General Conditions.  In case of any dispute arising between the 
Contractor, the Owner, or the Professional as to the manner of performing the Work, the Owner 
shall have authority to suspend the Work until the Owner can resolve the question at issue.  In 
no instance shall any action or omission on the part of the Owner or Professional relieve the 
Contractor of the responsibility of completing Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

 
 I. Termination for Breach:  Add the following at beginning of Article 15 of the General Conditions. 
 
 1. "The Owner may terminate the Contract when the approved progress schedule is not 

met because of failure of the Contractor to exercise diligence and effectively perform all required 
Work or when the progress of the Work is unacceptable to the Owner." 

 
 J. Guarantee:
