RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING PROGRAM QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
1. How will I know if I need to purchase a residential parking permit?
If you buy a house, or move into a rental unit in the designated residential parking permit zone, you will see signs posted on your street indicating that you are in a residential parking permit zone.  If you are still unsure, you can call the Treasurer’s office at 734-483-1103, or review the map located on the City’s web page at www.cityofypsilanti.com 
2. What information do I need to purchase a Residential Parking Permit?

An applicant must show the following three (3) items: A driver’s license, valid vehicle registration, and proof of residency. Approved proof of residency may be any of the following: utility bill, current signed lease agreement (must be signed by all parties involved), tax bill/homeowner, valid driver’s license/current vehicle registration, voter registration card or major credit card statement.

3. What is the cost for a Residential Parking Permit?

The cost for a residential parking permit is currently $30.00 per household and $20.00 for an additional permit (additional vehicles). A visitor pass is also issued free of charge with the 1st residential permit. A second visitor pass may be purchased for an additional $10.00. A permit holder may only have two (2) visitor passes per household.

4. When does my Residential Parking Permit expire?

All residential parking permits expire on August 31st of each year, regardless of the date issued. At this time, all renewals are free providing the permit holder renews each year and resides at the same address as on the original permit.

5. May I use my Visitor Pass for my secondary vehicle?


No you may not.  A visitor pass is just that, a visitor pass. You cannot use your visitor pass for your secondary vehicle. You cannot give your visitor pass to your roommate, neighbor or anyone else intending to use the pass for reasons other than visiting the visitor pass holder. Any permit holder in violation of this will be subject to a $100.00 fine and revocation of their residential parking permit, and will not be eligible for renewal.

6. Where in the City may I park my vehicle with my valid residential parking permit?

There are five (5) permit zones in the City. Your permit has an area number indicating in what area you reside. For example, if you have a permit sticker for area two and you park your vehicle in area one, you must have a valid visitor pass for area one, or your vehicle may receive a parking citation.  However, your residential parking permit does not allow you to park on any City street for more than forty-eight hours without moving, per State law.
7. How much is a parking citation for not having a valid Residential Parking Permit?

The parking citation fine is $50.00. Payable at the Treasurer’s Office located on the 3rd Floor of City Hall, or by mailing to the address on the envelope, or by placing in the drop box at city hall. 
8. If I am having work done on my home and will have contractors parked on the street, will they be ticketed for not having a parking permit or visitors pass?

No, all marked commercial vehicles (business logo, advertisement, etc. printed on vehicle) and utility vehicles that are performing work will be exempt from receiving a parking citation.
9. Where do I obtain a Residential Parking Permit?

All residential parking permits are available at the Ypsilanti City Hall Treasury Department located on the 3rd Floor at 1 South Huron, Ypsilanti, MI 48197.
